If you need to write some 'serious words' then our new A4 letterhead will be just 'write' for you.  This format 
has been added to most of the designs in the 'Name/Address' Collection.  You can also purchase 'follow on' 
paper.  What is this you ask?   When your letter extends to a second page, then you can use a follower - blank 
A4 paper in the same gorgeous paper stock as your letterhead. 

The paper stock is beautiful with a lovely texture and feel - a mid weight bright white paper with a fine, faint 
horizontal self-stripe.  One of the reasons I chose this paper stock is because the self-stripe helps you write in 
a straight line - I doubt I'm the only one who has trouble doing this! 

As these items are available against only a few illustrations, the easiest way to find them on the website is via 
the Search page - tick the appropriate box in the list of formats and then click on the Search button at the 
base of that list, and hey presto!
